Dickey grew up in Colorado Springs and was a first-generation student at Colorado College, where she earned a bachelor’s degree in drama. She earned a master’s degree in educational counseling and human services from the University of Colorado at Colorado Springs. She joined CC in 1990 and has served as senior associate dean of students, associate dean and director of minority student life, and director of minority and international students. 

“Dean Dickey has been centered on students’ sense of belonging, well-being, capacity to learn, and development into leaders for more than 30 years at Colorado College,” said Mike Edmonds, acting co-president at CC since June 2020. “Most recently, she and her team thoughtfully guided students through the pandemic, while staying focused on their safety and connectedness. She will bring great wisdom and leadership to her new role.” 
Incoming Colorado College President L. Song Richardson, who begins her presidency on July 1, said Dickey’s dedication to CC students and their development is obvious. “I am so impressed with Dean Dickey’s focus on student development and mentoring,” she said. “Rochelle is a proven leader who helps our next generation of changemakers find their strengths. That is a  crucial mission, and I’m excited to work with her on our leadership team.”  

Dickey’s commitment to antiracism, diversity, inclusion, equity, and belonging have been steadfast through the decades. She received the Victor Nelson-Cisneros Award for her commitment to diversity and inclusion for all members of the CC community, and an Urban League Service Award for commitment to the welfare of minority students. She was honored with three awards from the NAACP: the Community Education Award, Freedom Fund Award, and an award for enduring support of civil rights and social justice. 

At CC, Dean Dickey received the CC Student Mentor Award for five years, as well as Advising Awards from CCSGA Student Government, Blue Key, and Mortar Board National Honor Societies. She received the Gresham Riley Award for making a difference in the Colorado College community through outstanding service, commitment, and accomplishment.

She is deeply involved in outreach and partnership efforts that meaningfully connect CC to the greater Colorado Springs community, such as the community-wide Martin Luther King, Jr. celebration, and has served on the African-American Youth Leadership Conference Board of Directors for several years.
